Dear Minister Cansfield:
On May 17, members from all parties in the legislature supported my private member’s resolution calling for the unbundling of GO Transit expansion plans along the Georgetown rail corridor from plans for an air-rail link (ARL) between Union Station and Pearson Airport.
This past Friday, June 15, you and your government announced a public transit plan for the Greater Toronto Area. It would appear that your plan ignores the decision made by the legislature on May 17.

Your plan is very vague when it comes to the ARL. Project 31 is described as “Pearson Air-Rail link to Union Station”. My constituents and I would like further clarification on the nature of the project. Is it the Blue-22 plan which the community is opposed to or is it something else altogether? What happens to the proposed environmental assessment which was supposed to examine all transit options to the airport? These are fundamental questions which my constituents and I would like answers to.
Your party’s candidate in my constituency has stated publicly in recent days that the ARL is now, in her words, “dead”. She refers to conversations with staff in your Ministry as the basis for this proclamation.

As you might well imagine, my constituents would like more information. Since you are the person best equipped to provide us with this information, I look forward to a timely response.
