I am writing to you to express my concern about the plans for the ‘Blue 22’ Air-Rail Link through my community.  It is my belief that this plan is ill-conceived, will cause serious harm to the communities it will race by, and puts private corporate profits ahead of public interest.  

Government officials have stated that the Environmental Assessment process is the place for public comment.  However, the whole notion of public money being spent so private operators can benefit is not normally within the scope of an Environmental Assessment, and therefore it is directly to you that I address the following questions.

Will your government change the nature of the project to a fully public transit system?

Will your government support a full review of all possible options, including more expensive options such as the Eglinton Subway, the 427 Corridor, and underground light rail systems?

Will your government continue to upgrade and enhance GO Transit and TTC services to the level announced, even if the Air Rail link fails?

Will your government, in the interests of transparency, disclose to the community all private contracts dealing with the Air Rail Link, with all public or quasi-public agencies, including GO Transit, the GTAA, and the City of Toronto?

Will your government consider other models of transportation to and from the airport, to attempt to lower greenhouse emissions further, such as a light rail network or grid on other major corridors throughout the GTA?
And on the matter of the Environmental Assessment itself, will your government insist that community representatives be full participants in all stages of the Assessment, including the development of the Terms of Reference, and be given participant funding by the proponents?
I thank you in advance for your time and look forward to your speedy replies to my questions.
